UPDATE 2: 
(Henrico County, Va.)  – Henrico Police have identified a suspect related to the October 4th homicide 
investigation along the 3600 block of Mechanicsville Turnpike.  
 
Investigators have identified Rudy Devon Fuller, 34, of Richmond, as the suspect. He is wanted on charges 
of 2nd degree murder, malicious wounding, use of a firearm in commission of a felony, and possession of 
a firearm as a convicted felon.  

 
Fuller is to be considered armed and dangerous. Anyone with information about Fuller’s whereabouts is 
asked to contact Det.

UPDATE 1 (Oct 7, 2024): 
(Henrico County, Va.)  – Henrico Police is now investigating Friday evening’s shooting within the 3600 
block of Mechanicsville Turnpike as a homicide.  
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One of the adult male victims, Darnell Lee Porter, 44, of Henrico, succumbed to his injuries sustained 
from the shooting.  
 
The second adult male victim remains in critical condition at an area hospital where they are receiving 
treatment.
