(Henrico County, Va.) - Henrico Police is investigating a homicide that occurred over the
weekend in the Brookland Magisterial District.

On Sunday, Feb. 15,2026, around 7:30 p.m., Henrico Police responded to the intersection of
Maple Run Laneand Oak Run Lane fora firearmviolation. Once on scene, officers located two
adult males with apparent gunshot wounds. One was pronounced deceased at the scene; the
second male was transported to an area hospital with critical injuries where he remains
hospitalized.

Henrico Police have identified the deceased as William Andre Scott, Jr., 18, of Henrico.

Detectives continue to follow up on a number of leads in connection with this case. Anyone
