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Henrico Police Investigates Fatal Pedestrian Crash on Nine Mile Road

(Henrico County, Va.) - Henrico Police is investigating a fatal pedestrian crash that occurred in
the Varina Magisterial District.

On Wednesday, Feb. 25,2026, around 9:20 p.m., the Henrico County Department of Emergency
Communications received a 911 call for a suspicious situation involving a man walking in the
middle of Nine Mile Road near Masonic Lane. While Henrico Police Officers were en-route, the
caller reported the man had been hit by a car. Once officers arrived on scene, they located an
adult male with obvious signs of trauma; he was pronounced dead at the scene.

Henrico Police Crash Team Investigators have identified the victim as Torianno Lakeith
Callahan, 43, of Henrico.

The preliminary investigation indicates Mr. Callahan was walking in the road on Nine Mile Road
when he was struck by a pickup truck. The driver of the pickup truck remained on scene and is
cooperating with the investigation. Drugs, alcohol and speed do not appear to be factors in the
crash on behalf of the driver; investigators believe Mr. Callahan may have been under the
influence of drugs.
