APPLICANT 
ELIGIBILITY*
•   The home must be located in 

Henrico County.

•   Applicant(s) must own their 
home and occupy it as their 
primary residence.

•   The total household income 
shall not exceed HUD’s 80% 
Income limit (adjusted for 
household size).

•   Applicant(s) must be at least 
62 years of age or older, OR

•   Meet the Federal Fair Housing 
Act’s definition of disability,

AND

•   Applicant(s) must be able to 
document why no one in the 
household can complete the 
work requested.

*Please note that this is not a 
complete list.

PROGRAM 
PURPOSE

The Assistance Program provides 
limited support to low-income, 
elderly, and/or disabled Henrico 
homeowners.

This program aims to assist 
eligible homeowners with minor 
property maintenance issues.

This program will not provide 
structural repairs on the interior or 
exterior of the home.

Applicants previously served 
within the last five years are 
not eligible.

SERVICES  
OFFERED

•   Limited trimming of shrubbery  
or hedges

•   Limited trash/debris removal

•   Limited grass cutting

•   One-time roll-off dumpster

REQUIRED 
DOCUMENTS

•   A completed application

•   Government issued photo ID 
which includes a photograph,  
full name, and date of birth  
(a photocopy is required)

•   Income supporting documentation

•   Proof of ownership of home and 
use as principal residence

•   Proof of disability status
