Ms. Harris - This is the August 25, 2011 meeting of the Board of
Zoning Appeals. Would you stand, please, for the Pledge of Allegiance.

Good morning, Mr. Blankinship. We'll have a call for deferrals and withdrawais,
and also if you could give us the rules that govern this meeting.

Mr. Blankinship - All right. Good morning, Madam Chairman, members
of the Board, ladies and gentlemen. The rules for this meeting are as foliows.
Acting as secretary, | wiil call the case. As I'm speaking, the applicant is welcome
to come down to the podium. We will then ask everyone who intends to speak to
the case to be sworn in. The applicant will present their testimony, and then if
there is anyone else who wishes to speak they will be given the opportunity.
Then the applicant will be given an opportunity for rebuttal.

This meeting is being recorded, so we will ask everyone who speaks to speak
directly into the microphone on the podium, state your name, and please spell
your last name so we get it correctly in the record. Sir, if you have any difficuity
reaching the microphone, we have a handheld microphone that we can bring.

There is a copy of the staff report in a binder out in the foyer, and | see you have
a copy in your hand as well. It's important for the applicant to be familiar with the
proposed conditions on use permit cases.

With only one case, | think that's all we need, Madam Chairman.

There is one request for deferral this morning, which is VAR2011-00004. The
applicant has requested deferral of this case unlil the September meeting.
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VAR2011-00004 EMERALD LAND DEVELOPMENT requests a
variance from Section 24-95(b)(5) of the County Code to build a one-family
dwelling at 21 Evergreen Avenue (Bungalow City) (Parce! 817-727-6100), zoned
R-3, One-family Residence District (Varina). The lot width requirement is not
met. The applicant has 50 feet lot width where the Code requires 85 feet lot
width. The applicant requests a variance of 15 feet lot width.

Ms. Harris - Can we have a motion to that effect?

Mr. Nunnally - So moved,

Mr. Wright - Second.

Ms. Harris - Moved by Mr. Nunnally, seconded by Mr. Wright that

this case be deferred until September 22" Are there any questions on the
motion? All in favor say aye. All opposed say no. The ayes have it; the motion
passes.

After an advertised public hearing and on a motion by Mr. Nunnally, seconded by
Mr. Wright, VARZ2011-00004, Emerald Land Development, has been deferred
until the September 22, 2011 meeting.

CUP2011-00020 SANDSTON MOOSE FAMILY CENTER requests a

temporary conditional use permit pursuant fo Section 24-116{c){1) of the County
Code to conduct a turkey shoot at 4505 Oakleys Lane {Parcel 818-719-0377),
zoned A-1, Agricultural District and M-1, Light Industrial District (Varina).

Ms. Harris - All persons who wish to speak to this case, please
raise your right hand.

Mr. Blankinship - Do you swear the testimony you're about to give is
the truth and nothing but the truth so help you God?

Mr. Nelson - I do.

Mr. Blankinship - Thank you.

Ms. Harris - Please come forward, state your name, and spell your

last name. If you need the handheld microphone, we can furnish that,
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Mr. Nelson - My name is Carl Nelson. Last name is spelled N-e-I-s-
o-n. I'm a past governor from the Sandston Moose Lodge. We've always had this
turkey shoot in the past It has been a couple years since we have had our
turkey shoot, but now we have a crew that's willing to do it. It's very wooded in
the back, and it has a building right here, as you can see on this diagram. Down
here is where they will stand and shoot. Nobody will be inside the building during
the shoot. After sixieen people have shot, what we do is have somebody go
down, get the targets, and put up new targets on the building. And we've done
this here, like | said, in the past, and we sure would like to do so to help the
Moose Legion. Everything gets donated out for a community service non-profit
organization.

That's all | have to say. | hope you will allow us to do it again. Thank you,

Ms. Harris - Are there any questions from Board members?

Mr. Witte - Have you read the conditions, Mr. Nelson?

Mr. Nelson - Yes | have.

Mr. Witte - Are you in agreement with all of them?

Mr. Nelson - I'm in agreement with everything that's on this piece
of paper.

Mr. Witte - Thank you.

Mr. Nunnally - | see the hours are seven to eleven. | thought it was

seven to ten.

Mr. Blankinship - Did they do it differently on the application? We just
followed what was on the application.

Mr. Nunnally - So you're asking for 11:00 at night now instead of 10,
right?

Mr. Nelson - Yes. We close it down at eleven.

Mr. Nunnally - But it's been seven to ten.

Mr. Nelson - | thought it said seven to eleven. Hold on one second

and let me refer back to it. I'm partially blind; give me a second. This says hours
from7 pm.to 11 p.m.

Mr. Nunnally - How long have you had this turkey shoot, about forty
years? How long have you been doing this turkey shoot over there?
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Mr. Nelson - | joined the lodge in 1890 and it's been going on ever
since | joined the lodge. We just didn't have the people to do it in the last year or
so; now we do. We have some new members that are willing to uphold and go
by the rules and regulations. And there will be no alcchol on the premises down
there during the turkey shoot. I'll see fo that.

Ms. Harris - Mr. Nelson, if the hours were until ten, would that
pose a problem? | know we've had other cases similar to this in other logalities
and | believe we do shut them down at ten.

Mr. Nelson - I'm sorry; | didn't hear you.

Ms. Harris - | was wondering if the hours were until ten would that
be a problem.

Mr. Nelson - No ma’'am. If you want it at ten, we'ill take it to ten.

That would be no problem.

Mr. Bruce - Is there any residential area around there?

Mr. Neison - No sir. The only building is up on the top of the hill
and the shooters will be shooting totally away from that. So that's no preblem.

Mr. Bruce - So your shooting wouldn't bother anybody after ten?
Mr. Neison - No. Like | said, there are no residents. Across the

road, | think that's Coca-Cola, across Oakleys Lane. But as far as any
residences, no. That's further on up Oakieys Lane.

Mr. Witte - You're pretty near the railroad tracks, aren’t you?

Mr. Nelson - We're past the railroad tracks.

Mr. Witte - Ckay. Just across from them?

Mr. Nelson - When you cross over the railroad fracks the Moose

Lodge is on the right-hand side. If you're coming from Nine Mile Road down
Oakleys Lane, where Holly turns into Oakleys, the Moose Lodge is on the right,
the Family Center is. Then as soon as you pull in the parking lot, you turn left
and go down another road, which takes you down to the bottom where our
pavilion is, which is where the turkey shoot is located.

Mr. Witte - So you're not shooting near any trains coming by?

Mr. Nelson - No sir.
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Mr. Witte - Okay. | think that's the only traffic there is.
Ms. Harris - Are there any more questions from Board members?
Mr. Wright - In the application they've asked to go to eleven. If

there’s no reason for us not to grant that, | don’'t know why we don’t give them
what they asked for.

Mr. Nunnally - | just wondered whether it was the same as last year,
that's all.
Mr. Nelson - It's always been until eleven, but if you want us to go

until ten, that would be no problem.
Mr. Nunnally - | don’t think it would be any problem either.

Ms. Harris - Untit we get complaints there is no problem. Okay.
Are there any more questions from Board members? Thank you, Mr. Nelson.

Mr. Nelson - Thank you. | appreciate it.

Ms. Harris - | believe that’'s the only case we have today. If we
have no one speaking against this case, we can vote.

Mr. Nunnally - | make a motion we approve this case because | don'’t
think it would be a detriment to the neighborhood or a safety problem. They
always run a very clean operation down there. | know they’'ve been down there
thirty-five or forty years.

Mr. Wright - | second it.

Ms. Harris - Moved by Mr. Nunnally, seconded by Mr. Wright that
this case be approved. Are there any questions on this motion? All in favor say
aye. All opposed say no. The ayes have it; the motion passes.

After an advertised public hearing and on a motion by Mr. Nunnally, seconded by
Mr. Wright, the Board approved application CUP2011-00020, Sandston Moose
Family Center’s request for a temporary conditional use permit pursuant to
Section 24-116(c)(1) of the County Code to conduct a turkey shoot at 4505
QOakleys Lane (Parcel 818-719-0377), zoned A-1, Agricultural District and M-1,
Light Industrial District (Varina). The Board approved the temporary conditional
use permit subject to the following conditions:
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1. Hours of operation shall be iimited to 7:00 pm to 11:00 pm, Fnday and
Saturday, September through December, 2011 and 2012. This permit shall
expire on December 31, 2012,

2. The property shall be clearly posted to show the area in which shooting
OCCurs.

3. No alcoholic beverages may be consumed on the premises during the turkey
shoot. A sign to this effect must be conspicuously posted in the immediate
vicinity of the shooting area. No person under the influence of alcohol, as defined
in Section 18.2-286 of the Code of Virginia, may be permitted in the shooting
area.

4. Restrooms shall be provided.

5. The turkey shoot shall only involve the use of shotguns no larger than 12
gauge and low powered (2-3/4"} shelis containing No. 8§ shot.

Mr. Wright - [ move we approve the minutes as corrected.

Mr. Witte - [ second that.

Ms. Harris - Moved by Mr. Wright, seconded by Mr. Witte that we

approve the minutes as corrected. Are there any questions? All in favor say aye.
All opposed say no. The ayes have it; the motion passes.

On a motion by Mr. Wright, seconded by Mr. Witte, the Board approved as

corrected the Minutes of the July 28, 2011 Henrico County Board of Zoning
Appeals meeting.

Chairman. Madam Chairman, | will turn the gavel back over to you.
